RULES AND REGULATIONS OF  MISS VENTURA COUNTY/MISS SANTA BARBARA COUNTY 

The Miss Ventura County Scholarship Competition is sponsored by the Ventura/Santa Barbara Scholarship Association and by signing below, each entrant agrees to abide by these rules and regulations and all the rules of the local, state and national Miss America Organizations now in effect, or as announced hereafter.

 
Entrant agrees that the time, manner and method of judging shall be solely within the discretion of the Miss Ventura/Santa Barbara Scholarship Committee, based on rules and regulations of the Miss America Organization, and that the decision of the Judges will be final. 
              Official eligibility requirements follow at the completion of these rules & Regulations.
            The following rules and regulations will be used for the selection of the contestants:
1. A contestant who is participating in any other local, national or international competition, whether or    not televised nationally or locally during the period of the Miss Ventura/Santa Barbara County contract, shall not be eligible to compete concurrently in the Miss Ventura/Santa Barbara Scholarship Competition. The titleholder will not participate in any competition during her year of service, which participation we understand would automatically mean the forfeiture of her local, state and national scholarships and awards. 

2. Contestant must not have been involved in, convicted of or pleaded guilty to any crime, including felonies and/or misdemeanors, and narcotics violations (exclusive of traffic violations), nor have ever used narcotics of any kind.
3. Contestant must be female, single and never have been married, divorced, had marriage annulled and must never have been pregnant.

4. Contestant must be of good character and possess poise, personality, intelligence and charm.  Contestant will conduct themselves at all times, with dignity, grace and good sportsmanship, which exemplify the best of today’s young women.

5. Contestant will not participate in any media interviews unless the competition Executive Director has authorized the interview.  Contestant may not endorse any product or service without previous authorization by the competition Executive Director. 

6. No contestant or parent may enter into a conversation with a competition judge or this may lead to disqualification.
7. Contestant must possess and display TALENT in a 1 1/2-minute (1:30) live routine. This talent may be in singing, dancing, playing a musical instrument, dramatic reading, art demonstration, athletic routine or otherwise approved talent that can be actually presented on stage for competition. It is understood that the contestant will provide a suitable and proper accompaniment for her talent presentation. IN ORDER TO AVOID CONFLICT IN MUSIC SELECTION, THE CONTESTANT FIRST SUBMITTING HER CHOICE WILL BE GIVEN PRIORITY IN CASE OF DUPLICATION. 

8. Contestant must be in good health to participate fully and without limitation in any pageant activity.  Contestant must not smoke in public; consume alcoholic beverages or any controlled substances with the exception of medications prescribed by a physician.  In this event, our contestant hostess must be made aware of the required medicinal use.  The will be NO exceptions to this rule.

9. Contestant may be amateur or professional.

10. Twins may NOT enter as a single contestant, but one or both may enter as individuals.

(A) A contestant who has competed in a local program, preliminary to the Miss California Program, preliminary to Miss America Program, and has not received the title, may compete in consecutive years, either in her own local program or another in which she has become eligible.

(B) A contestant who is or has served in a local program and has competed in the Miss California Program, preliminary to Miss America Program, is eligible to compete in a local program other than her own, and providing she meets that local program’s eligibility rules.

11. Notwithstanding any provision herein contained to the contrary, the Miss California Program reserves the right to disapprove or reject any contestant presented for participation in any local program, or the Miss California Program, or any sub-committee thereof, for any reason it is felt or believed that said contestant is not a proper or fit contestant to be entered in said Program.

12. As this is primarily a scholarship program, it is our desire that all finalists will elect to continue their education and thus qualify for scholarship. If any do not qualify or do not claim their award prior to the end of the calendar year following the year of the program where such award was granted, the amount not used will remain in the fund, thereby forfeited and used to augment future scholarship grants.  

                     All contestants will receive a specific statement of rules and policies concerning the scholarships awarded at the Miss Ventura/Santa Barbara Scholarship Competition.  Such will include the manner in which payment will be disbursed as well as the qualifications for payment to ensure use of award for purpose to which it is intended.

                     The Ventura/Santa Barbara Scholarship Association will review and approve all award payments and their decisions will be final.

INFRACTIONS OF RULES AND REGULATIONS OF MISS VENTURA COUNTY’S
If a contestant is deemed to be clearly in violation of Miss Ventura/Santa Barbara Competition Rules and Regulations, or if said contestants conduct compromises the good name of the Miss Ventura/Santa Barbara County, Miss California, or Miss America Organizations, the following procedure will be followed:

A competition director, in the presence of the contestant hostess, will advise the contestant of the alleged violation and issue a "Warning" that unless the condition or activity is corrected, disciplinary action may result.

If the condition causing this warning is corrected, no further action will be taken. If not corrected, immediately, the contestant hostess will notify the Executive Director, and the State Field Director.  The State Field Director will determine what action is to be taken and whether or not the Chairman of the Judges is to be advised of the situation.

Based upon the seriousness of the violation, a Contestant may be disqualified from continuing the competition and all or part of any scholarships earned may be deemed forfeit.
